The Christchurch Town Hall for Performing Arts is an
iconic building and part of the Christchurch
landscape. It is a building we call our own and one
that has seen thousands of local, national and
infernational performances, meetings and of course
graduations.

The Christchurch City Council included the
conservation and refurbishment of the Town Hall in
the 2009/19 LTCCP' and funding for this Group 1
Listed Heritage Building is in place.

The budget for the conservation and refurbishment
of the Town Hall is $§19.9 million. There is also a plan
to expand the Convention Centre but this s
dependent on securing additional funding at a
nafional level.

The Town Hall project will be split into two stages:

Stage 1 - Confirm the plan for the Town Hall
Stage 2 - Make the Town Hall great again

The Town Hall works will be staged over
approximately two years commencing between April
and July 2010. We will be working very closely with
clients of the Town Hall to make sure it is business as
usual as much as possible during the project. You
have my commitment that we will work together fo
identify options and solutions so your business can
continue.

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WHY ARE WE DOING THIS
PROJECT?

We need to build on Christchurch’s historical position
of leadership in the quality of its venue infrastructure
and its contribution to regional economic growth.

There is a strong economic argument for investment
in facility infrastructure and this is demonstrated in
the Council support of the Town Hall project.

We believe we are missing out on new business
opportunities because the dated facilities within the
Town Hall do not always meet the requirements of
today’s performers and event organisers.

Our objectives are:

1. Re-establish functional and aesthetic standards

2. Preserve all of those elements that are absolute
to the character of the building

3. Improve the Town Hall products and services for
all our clients and guests

4. Re-build community pride in the Town Hall as
one of our city’'s much loved buildings

VENUE PROFILE

Designed by Warren and Mahoney and built by
Luney Construction Ltd the Town Hall is an iconic
building that helped establish the city’'s identity.
Constructed in 1972 the facility has
served as a versatfile venue for a wide range of
events for more than 36 years.

The table over page [taken from the last financial
years operation] shows the key public areas and the
events that characterise each space.

The venue also has the following general spaces:
Samoan Room - 25 person meeting room

Kilmore and Victoria Bars -100 person bars that
service the Auditorium and James Hay

Main Foyer - services the entire ground floor also
utilised for dining and cockfail

The Town Hall is used in tandem with the Convention
Centre between 3 and 4 times each month with the
air bridge link between the two venues enhancing
the ability to ufilise the venues as one. With these
shared events excluded, the venue usage can be
broken down into the following 6 categories:

1. Performing Arts - Commercial: nafional and
international performing arts events

2. Performing Arts - Local Cultural: Christchurch
based performing arts and cultural events

3. Meetings: Less than 150 affendees, not typically
longer than 1 day in duration

4. Conference: More than 150 attendees and
typically longer than 1 day in duration

5. Exhibitions: Trade shows, product launch,
product demonstration etc

6. Ofher: (events notf included above categories)
balls, weddings, graduations, cocktail functions,
hearings etc
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
